Too much left at the end of the semester??  No problem!  It will 

carry over to the next consecutive semester provided the student 

returns and purchases a meal plan.  Even if you go off-campus, you 

can switch to a commuter meal plan at any time. Refunds are not 

available should you graduate.

All students residing in one of the resident communities are required 

to have a meal plan. Plan C is selected by default by the University 

for all incoming resident students.
